2nd Sunday of Lent 

 
"Peter and his companions had been overcome by sleep, but 
becoming fully awake, they saw his glory." Today's Gospel records the 
event we call the Transfiguration of the Lord. In this miraculous 
moment, Jesus' divine nature was revealed clearly to Peter, James 
and John. Often, we think only in terms of what happened to Jesus: 
"his face changed" and "his clothing became dazzling white" and he 
began a supernatural conversation with two ancient prophets. But 
that was only half of the story. The other part is what happened to 
the men. 

 
They were able to witness this revelation of Jesus only because they 
were "fully awake." Had they stayed sleeping, they would have 
missed out. They would not have had this astonishing insight into the 
glory of their friend and Master. It's an obvious point but one that 
may need more attention than we'd care to admit. Of course we have 
to be "awake" in order to absorb the fullness of our faith. If we are 
not tuned in, not attentive, not exerting any effort, then we are 
certainly going to miss out. But the fact is that we don't always realize 
we are falling asleep. 

 
Just as Peter, James, and John were "overcome" with sleep, we too 
can slip into this state without necessarily realizing it's happening. 
Spiritually speaking, we can become numb or lazy and slowly fade 
away from the fervor of authentic faith. This is why the church, in her 
wisdom, gives us the season of Lent. During these weeks, we strive to 
purify ourselves by attacking the sins and selfishness that make us 
spiritual sleepwalkers. This is the time to refocus, to clear away the 
cobwebs and to become "fully awake." Ultimately, we pray that these 
efforts will allow us to truly see "his glory" come Eastertide.

v ϧ !  Can you recommend some good books for Lenten 
spiritual reading? 
 
On more than one occasion, a coach being interviewed 
about his team--successful or not--will be asked about the 
next step. The inevitable response includes something 
about getting back to basics. Reviewing the fundamentals of 
the sport strengthens performance and builds confidence. 
 
The best Lenten reading takes us back to the fundamentals. 
If Lent is the time for the church to be on retreat, then we 
should focus on the texts that help us deepen our under-
standing of our faith. Spend time reading one of the Gos-
pels, and use a Scripture commentary to learn all you can 
about the passion of Jesus. Read about the lives of the 
saints, especially your patron saint and that of your parish. 
Perhaps there is some local candidate for sainthood, like 
Father Walter Ciszek, SJ, who wrote several faith-inspiring 
books. Finally, you can use the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church to learn more about the church's teachings and be-
liefs. The sections on prayer and the Mass are really great 
reflections and more than one person has commented on 
how powerful and interesting they are. Focusing on the ba-
sics really helps us take another step forward in our faith. 
We have not only a better understanding of what we be-
lieve and practice, but also why we believe. With that belief 
comes the confidence we need to be better, more faithful 
witnesses to Christ.  
 

Everyday Stewardship 
 
I remember when I was younger, being on a retreat and 
praying alone in a chapel for the successful talk a friend was 
giving at the same time. What was different on this day was 
I decided to pray the psalms aloud since no one else was 
there to judge either my singing ability or my mode of pray-
er. For about thirty minutes I sang aloud, one psalm after 
another. Towards the end of my prayer time, I felt a very 
strong presence of God. There is much more to the story, 
but suffice to say that it was an experience that made me 
break down into tears and one that I will never forget. God 
had broken through my ordinary life and was present to me 
in a way that was extraordinary. 
 
I often tell people that one reason I love being Catholic is 
that for us the supernatural is really the natural. We believe 
bread and wine become Jesus Christ, we understand the 
supernatural reality of all the sacraments, and we hopefully 
are never surprised when we see the powerful results of 
prayer. There should be no separation between our ordi-
nary lives in the natural world and the elements of the su-
pernatural world. 
 
When the apostles see Moses and Elijah before them in this 
week's Gospel from Luke, they want to immediately pitch 
tents for them to stay. That is a pretty natural response to 
the supernatural. What would your response be to seeing 
Moses and Elijah? Fear? Confusion? Hospitality? 
 
Being prayerful is a primary characteristic of an Everyday 
Steward. The goal is to make our entire day a prayer and to 
allow God into every moment. The more we practice this 
type of prayer, the more the supernatural and the natural 
blend. We become more open to being used by God for his 
glory. And who knows, the chance may increase that one 
day we might just say without surprise, "Hello, Moses and 
Elijah! Would you like something to drink?"
